President’s Report ~ The President acknowledged enrollment and attendance have held steady. Parent Booster meeting and Family Fun Night are tonight. Two substitutes have been added to the roster; other than that there have been no staff changes since school began. UUSD Superintendent Dr. Lois Nash and administrative consultant Dolores Fisette visited campus as did the A+ WASC chairperson in preparation for the team visit in late February.  Semester finals next week will bring the first half of the year to a successful close. Special congratulations are expressed to Elna Gordon, Mindi Juszczak, and Selah Sawyer who completed the final requirements for their masters’ degree; their accomplishment will be formally recognized by the student body at the June Promotion and Graduation Ceremony.  
Treasurer’s Report ~ R. Logan shared current Budget Reports and the Cash in the Treasury Report showing status for both schools as of November 30th. Current cash is $524,799, up from October 15th  $416,207 with no cash flow concerns. The budget report shows appropriate expenses for this time of year. The business staff expects the completed audit to be filed to all parties as required by December 15th; it will be presented to the board at the January meeting.

b. Approval of First Interim Report 2009-2010— On a first by B. Berndt and a second by J. Turner, the Board voted (3-0) to approve the First Interim Report as of October 31, 2009 for Charter Academy of the Redwoods including Accelerated Achievement Academy and Redwood Academy of Ukiah. The reports reflect a positive certification for both schools.  

c. Approval of Board Resolution 01/09-10— On a first by J. Turner and a second by B. Berndt, the Board voted (3-0) to approve the resolution. 
V. Annual/Organizational Meeting—Action Items

a. Election of Directors for 2010—Appreciation was expressed for the service of board members Patty Fox, Kitty Sanders, and Daisy Woskow. On a first by D. Woskow and a second by J. Turner,  the Board voted (3-0) to fill their positions. Linda Dobbs and Leticia Trejo were elected to fill three-year terms beginning January 1, 2010 and ending December 31, 2012 and Kip Webb was elected to serve the remainder of one vacated term beginning December 11, 2009 and ending December 31, 2011. 
b. Election of Officers for 2010— On a first by D. Woskow and a second by B. Berndt and J. Turner,  the Board voted (3-0) to elect B. Berndt chairperson  and J. Turner as clerk of the corporate board effective January 1 to December 31, 2010.

c. Approval of Meeting Dates for 2010— On a first by B. Berndt and a second by J .Turner,   the Board voted (3-0) to designate 6:00 p.m. on the following dates as the time for regular meetings of the Board. The December meeting is designated as the corporation’s annual and organizational meeting.
