President’s Report ~ The President indicated that no personnel changes have been made since the last meeting. Staff met with UUSD consultant, Dolores Fisette and business staff, Tu My Vuong regarding budget and attendance. STAR testing has been completed; Redwood is in the midst of AP examinations for juniors and seniors. The proposed 2010-2011 salary schedule and training planned for this meeting have postponed to June because of a need for more information.
Treasurer’s Report ~ R. Logan presented and reviewed the current Budget Report and Cash in the County Treasury Report of 5/6/10 which shows current cash of $310,999, down from $558,058 of March 12th; it does not show revenue from the April block grant yet. No cash flow problem is anticipated. The financial audit for 2008-2009 was resubmitted to the state following a request for technical corrections and is now awaiting approval. He acknowledged the staff cooperation in economizing and troubleshooting.
