President’s Report ~ The school year concluded with two successful Promotion and Graduation Ceremonies, four staff days working together after students departed, and the departure of four staff members (S. Clark, J. Crawford, H. Darmanto, C. Johnson). W. Chavez will return to the role of Spanish teacher at Redwood Academy; replacements are currently being sought for the Learning Lab and Guided Study position; a part-time algebra teacher is also being sought; employment offers have been made to several prospective staff members. Accelerated Achievement Academy has been notified that they are fully accredited by WASC at all grades for six years with a three year mid-term review; they will begin the charter renewal process next spring in anticipation of the current charter’s June 30, 2012 expiration date. Enrollment for 2010-11 remains on track slightly exceeding budget projections.  Summer session will run from June 14th to July 2nd for all grades. 

Treasurer’s Report ~ The 2009 federal and state income tax returns were overviewed. Current Budget Report and Cash in the County Treasury Report of 6/9/10 shows current cash of $334,258 up from May 6th cash of $310,999. It was noted that the state is delaying revenue payments; however, no cash flow problem is anticipated. The 2009-2010 audit visit is scheduled for Friday, June 25th.
