On a first by L. Dobbs and a second by K. Webb, the Board voted (4-0) to adopt the agenda.

President’s Report ~ The president noted that the school year began with a well-attended Back to School Family Barbeque (over 350 hot dogs and hamburgers were served) and New Student Bonus Day (with lots of parents in attendance). Opening week enrollment of 329 is up slightly over last year’s opening enrollment due to a last minute influx of students in the elementary and high school classes at A+. Five new staff members (J. Eaquinto, B. Han, W. Kessler, C. McClure, P. Valdez) have joined the staff; there is still an opening for an instructional assistant for elementary classes. Three buses were chartered and several staff members drove a record-setting number of eligible students to Six Flags for STAR reward day. The recently released STAR scores show that RA has outpaced growth in the region (Lake, Mendocino, and Sonoma) with Redwood’s U. S. History class having the highest class score of all schools. Growth was evident in most tested subjects for both schools and the staff is looking forward to seeing the API scores.   
Treasurer’s Report ~ Current Budget Report and Cash in the County Treasury Report of 8/20/10 shows current cash of $188,359 down from June 9th cash of $334,258; no cash flow problem is anticipated as the deferred apportionment is anticipated.  The business staff is currently working on the year end closing for the auditor and the September 15th mandated filing. Prior and current budgets for both schools were reviewed.
