On a first by K. Sanders and a second by B. Berndt, the Board voted (4-0) to adopt the agenda; President D. Woskow abstained.

President’s Report ~ The school year opened successfully with a terrific turn-out of new students and their 

parents for the New Student Welcome followed by a great first week culminating in the STAR Reward Trip 
to Six Flags for over 110 students. There have been two personnel changes since the last meeting: Wilson 

Chavez has returned to daily duties as an Instructor II and Leslie Banta has replaced Michelle Snider as a 
math teacher. Enrollment for 2009-2010 is slightly ahead of last year due the creation of a second eighth 
grade class at Redwood Academy. Both schools have been notified by the California Department of 
Education that their School-wide Program status for Title I has been recognized.  Staff is participating in 
N1H1 Flu training sponsored by MCOE; CDE resources for parents have been posted on the corporate web 
page. The corporation’s Tenth Anniversary Celebration is scheduled for Friday, August 28th at 5:30 p.m. 
Treasurer’s Report ~   Last year’s fiscal reports are currently being processed by MCOE although more slowly than in previous years due to the lateness of the budget decisions by the State. The Budget Report for July 1-August 21 reflects the lack of revenue received due to state deferrals. Cash in the County Treasury for 2008-09 shows a balance of $298,832 as of June 30, 2009; subsequent accruals are in the 2009-2010 report showing a decrease of $120,310 as of August 21st; revenue owed is expected to be posted by MCOE in the next few days. No cash flow problem is anticipated although cash on hand is being monitored carefully.
